Levy 

The North Olmsted Schools are very proud of our Excellent with Distinction  rat-

ing on the State report card. Our staff and students have worked hard in and out 

of the classroom, and have played a big part in building eagle pride in our commu-

nity.  

 

Our traditions and accomplishments make North Olmsted a great place to live and 

raise our children. We are asking for your help on May 4 th  with a problem that af-

fects every district in Ohio ð adequate funding for our schools.  

 

The solution to the problem includes cutting our expenses, concessions by our 

staff, and increased revenue from our community.  

 

The Board of Education has a 7.9 mill levy on the May 4 th  ballot that will help bal-

ance the budget.  The levy will cost $241.94 per $100,000.00 of a homeõs market 

value, or $20.16 per month.  

 

A number of significant changes will impact our students and our community de-

pending on the outcome of the levy.  We need your support to keep our schools 

strong and to make sure our students graduate with the 21 st  century skills they 

deserve. 

The deadline to register to vote is April 4 th .  Help us keep the eagle 

pride in North Olmsted by showing your support on May 4 th .
