Future generations will be proud that North Olmsted stands for YES!ò  
 

Reason for the 7.9 mill levy - to keep the programs and activities for North Olmsted 

students that helped our schools reach Excellent with Distinction, and to maintain a 

strong school district and strong and attractive community.   
  

Cost Savings Goal     -   $4.5 million   

 Staff Concessions     $2.1 million     (done) 

 Budget Cuts       $2.4 million    (done)  
 

Community Investment- the cuts and concessions alone will not fix the budget deficit.  
 

Your investment of $241.94 per $100,000 of your homeôs market value, or $20.16 per month, 

will raise the $6.5 million needed to balance the budget. This is a continuing operating levy.   

Passing the levy in May, 2010 means funds are collected in January, 2011.  
 

The Board of Education recognizes that the deficit is both an expense and a revenue problem, and 

that our staff working together with the community is the only way to fix the problem.
