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Chestnutôs ñWellness Committeeò, represented by District Nurse, Joy Gordon, R.N., and 

Secretary Barb Anezinis, reported to the PTA at their meeting held on January 12th.  It was 

explained that the first order of business of the Wellness Committee would be the comple-

tion of the ñHealth Index Surveyò. This  ñ8 Moduleò survey enables schools to identify 

strengths and weakness of health promotion policies and programs.  The PTA was asked to 

complete one of the modules. The results would enable us to develop an action plan for 

improving student health, and engage teachers, parents, students and the community in 

promoting health enhancing behaviors and better health. 

 Habits and practices related to health and safety are influenced by the entire school 

environment.  That is why the staff at Chestnut has decided to ñstep-it-upò and lead by ex-

ample. The staff has formed seven, six member teams, The Chestnut ñStep-Nutsò, to 

compete amongst themselves with a ñPedometer Challenge.ò  Staff members are wearing 

pedometers and will record their ñstepsò weekly.
